children through exploring abstract art, participating in artist led workshops and through evaluating work in the art exhibitions. 

We anticipate that the trip will be a great way to introduce different abstract techniques and provide an opportunity for the 

children to try them out before creating their own ‘Art Gallery’ at the end of the project.

Cost per pupil: £14.00 (payments should be made on the Arbor App) 

Payment required by: Monday 3rd March 2026

organised to accommodate your requirements.  

By making payment for this trip on Arbor you are giving permission for your child to attend the Southampton Art Gallery on 

Tuesday 24th March 2026. 

 

On the day of the visit, the children will leave school at approximately 9am and will return to school by 3.15pm so that your 

child can be collected as usual.   

 

Your child will need to bring with them a day bag (preferably a small rucksack) in which they can put in a packed lunch and 

named water bottle. Children who have ordered a hot lunch for this day will be issued with a packed lunch on the morning of 

the trip. All children will be expected to wear full school uniform on this visit.   

 

If you are available to help out on this day and join us on the coach and at the Gallery, please speak to your child’s class 

teacher.
